Visiting Student

For students taking upper division courses, an unofficial transcript ÌÌ

is required to determine if pre-requisite courses have been met.

Non-Degree Student

A non-degree student is a student who does not seek 
formal admission to Bellarmine for a degree, but who would 
like to enroll for classes. A student may register for one semes-
ter of classes on a part-time basis without having a complete 
file. To register for a second term, the student must follow 
the application procedures for a degree student as listed 
previously (additional $25 fee and official transcript(s) 
are not required). The following items are required:

A completed application form.ÌÌ

A non-refundable $25 application fee (payable to Bellarmine ÌÌ

University).

For students taking upper division courses, an official transcript ÌÌ

is required to determine if pre-requisite courses have been met.

For students for whom English is their second language, a TOEFL, ÌÌ

IELTS or MELAB score is required. A minimum total score of

80 on the internet-based TOEFL (reading, listening, writing & 

speaking), 6 on the IELTS and 78 on the MELAB is required.

Readmit Student

A readmit student is a student who has previously attended 
Bellarmine. The following items are required:

A completed application form.ÌÌ

Official copies of transcripts from all schools attended since last ÌÌ

admission to Bellarmine.

Audit Student

An audit student is a student who wishes to enroll in 
class at Bellarmine but does not earn college credit. Audit 
students pay a third of tuition and are not responsible for 
class assignments or tests. The following items are required:
