Consider the following cases.  In which would you characterize the behavior as a breach in academic honesty that would merit carrying out the sanctions mentioned in the academic honesty policy? If it is not a breach, but some other kind of mistake or misunderstanding, what disciplinary action would you take?  What opportunities would you give the student to overcome the consequences of the penalty (if there was any penalty imposed)?
You receive a paper from a student that you suspect is plagiarized: it’s slightly off-topic, not in the student’s style (though it’s not really a flawless paper), and is inconsistently and oddly documented.  You check some of the sources the student has listed, search the Internet, and discover various pieces of the paper, verbatim, spread over three different sources.  It seems like the first paragraph might be the student’s own work, as well as the last paragraph. 

You receive a paper from a student that is carefully documented but when you check some of the sources, you discover that the student has only slightly modified the original language of the source. And though he/she has correctly indicated where information in a paragraph came from, it turns out that most of the paper is patched together chunks of information, in mostly the original language, from three major sources. 

A student has submitted to you a paper with documented research.  Most (10 of 12) of the in-text citations are accurate, but you notice two passages (three typed lines each) that are direct quotations from two sources that the student does not reference – although the student HAS correctly referenced passages from both of these sources earlier in the paper.   Is this plagiarism?  Is it a violation of the university academic honesty policy?  How would you address the situation?  Would it make a difference if the student is a first-semester freshman?  What if the student is a graduate student?
Two students turn in take-home exams that are very, very similar. The arguments and evidence are nearly identical, though while there are a few similar phrases, the writing style of each is distinct.  You have specified that the students work independently on the project. The answers are predictable responses to the exam’s prompt.

While you are proctoring an exam, you notice Student A staring somewhat intently at the paper of Student B, sitting nearby.   Student B seems unaware, although her arm and body are positioned in a way that makes visual access easy and complete.  In general, consider at what point a case of “wandering eyes” becomes cheating and under what circumstance a student becomes an accomplice.
