1.  The halls will close for winter break on December 13th at 12:00 noon.  All students must have exited the building at this time.  Closing procedures vary slightly by building, so please encourage your child to attend the floor meeting with the Resident Assistant who will explain everything from what to do with keys to what to do with goldfish.  Students in extreme circumstances and unable to return home during winter break may apply for an exception.  These forms will be emailed to all residents during the week of November 17.

2. Over the break, Siena Hall will undergo improvements to its fire and safety systems.  Under fire code restrictions, no one may reside in the building during this time.  Residents of Siena granted exceptions will have assistance relocating to another hall during the break.  We will work with students on a case by case basis.

3. The halls will reopen on Saturday,  January 3  at 10:00 AM.   Students may not return to the building until this time. 

4. Congratulations to BU students Christina Clements, Lauren Pieper, Amy Puerto and Shannon Siders for winning the Writing Competition for Women presented by the Institute for Media, Culture and Ethics at Bellarmine University. These students, along with Mr. Ed Manassah, Dr. Gail Henson and several Humana Inc. executives traveled to New York City aboard the Humana corporate jet to attend the luncheon for the 2008 Courage in Journalism Awards of the International Women's Media Foundation. Students also met Jim Lehrer's anchor Judy Woodruff, had lunch with Today Show's Ann Curry, and saw four remarkable international journalists honored for service under pressure. For Amy Puerto, attending the ceremony "has put my ambitions in perspective and it has encouraged me to be and do more in my life. The testimonies of these women journalists have inspired me to strive to make a difference in my own community." 

Senior Psychology major Krista Clark was a National Society for Human Resource Management (SHRM) Sponsorship recipient of a $5000 scholarship this summer. She was also awarded a $1000 scholarship this summer from the local chapter of SHRM - Louisville Society for Human Resource Management. 

Our own Amanda Moore was named Great Lakes Valley Conference Women's Soccer Player of the Week on October 13. This honor came after scoring the game-winning goals in all three of Bellarmine University's matches the week prior. That week, Moore scored the only goal in a  1-0 victory against Quincy, a goal in double overtime in a 2-1 victory against Southern Indiana and two second-half goals in a 3-1 victory against Kentucky Wesleyan.

Choosing a Major and Planning for a Career

When freshmen begin college they may have a sense of what they want to study, or they may be among the third of the class that wishes to remain Undeclared for a while longer.  Of those who do indicate a major right away, about half of them will change during their first semester.  The major focus through our freshman advising program is to urge students to "be successful right now," to make a successful transition to college as a foundation from which all other decisions will proceed.

Physical Therapy at Bellarmine University

One of the more popular pre-professional majors for freshman coming to Bellarmine is in physical therapy.  Each year, 10-15% of the incoming freshman class at Bellarmine expresses an interest in becoming a physical therapist.  A career in physical therapy has enjoyed good publicity recently; the work is very fulfilling and challenging, the need for physical therapists is well documented, starting salaries and earning potential is quite good and the work environment tends to be pleasing.  Most students and parents correctly assume that the need for physical therapists will continue to grow as we move in to the future because of our aging society.  In fact, the Bureau of Labor Statics in the 2008-2009 Occupational Outlook Handbook (http://www.bls.gov/oco/) states the employment opportunities for ph ysical therapists is expected to grow 27% over the next 10 years and the growth is "much faster than the average for all occupations."  (read more)

Financial Aid Updates 
As your child approaches the end of the first semester in college, it's time to begin thinking about the 2009-2010 school year. The 2009-2010 Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) will be available online beginning January 1 at www.fafsa.ed.gov. The FAFSA form must be completed every year in order for a student to receive any form of state or federal financial aid including grants, work-study, and loans. Filing the FAFSA by the March 15 priority deadline will allow students to maximize financial aid possibilities. Missing the March 15 priority deadline could jeopardize your child's ability to secure need-based funding, so be sure to meet the deadline!  

For the Spring semester that begins January 5, bills will be generated the second week of school by the Bursar's Office, and financial aid is scheduled to be disbursed on January 13.  Bills are due on February 4 for students that have any remaining balance after all aid has been applied.
