Bellarmine University and the Louisville Pres-
byterian Theological Seminary (LPTS) offer a
unique Master of Arts in Spirituality degree.
The program features ecumenical collabora-
tion, an international study component, and
integrated seminars. It is designed to be attrac-
tive to students of all Christian faiths who
hunger for a deeper sense of spirituality as
well as to serve the needs of students seeking
professional development.

Many of our students are also planning careers
as spiritual directors, social workers or clini-
cal pastoral educators. Some have served in
the legal profession or volunteer their time to
do social justice work. Some LPTS Master of
Divinity and Master of Arts in Family Therapy
students choose to participate in the Master
of Arts in Spirituality to earn a dual degree.
And some have discovered a call to ministry.
The Master of Arts in Spirituality benefits all
of these and more.

Offered in a cohort model over a two-year
period, the 30 graduate credits degree program
admits new 12-student cohorts each June.
Courses are taught by faculty from the Theol-
ogy Department at Bellarmine University and
from LPTS; courses meet on both campuses,
located just two miles apart.

Spirituality to provide an ecumenical and collabora-
tive teaching-learning experience that focuses on
Christian Spirituality. Three theological principles
guide the M.A. in Spirituality:

With the ecumenical movement, we affirm the

anthropology of the unquicet heart, summed up in
Augustine’s well-known prayer: “You have made us
for Yourself and our heart finds no rest until it rests
in You.” What is most fundamental about human

persons is their need and desire for God.

Faith enacted in prayer has public, social consequences.

In both the shaping of our character and in our
outward behavior in the public world, Christian
spirituality is a sign of God’s reign.
