Course Objectives: 

Upon completion of BIOL 513, the students will:

1. recognize in cadaver preparations the gross anatomical structures described in PT 532 
2. develop learning strategies for integrating gross anatomy concepts into clinical physical therapy courses

3. demonstrate a collegial and cooperative learning style in interaction with classmates, upper division PT students and faculty
4. be exposed clinical problems of the upper limbs, lower limbs and trunk
